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Courcelles reminds us that the titular character stole bishop Sully's horse.  A commoner has a one day vacation from Hell because he gave the protagonist two wooden sticks to hold up, and he reveals that most people in Hell are results of the World War.  The appearance of eggs in Vaucouleurs is the miracle that convinced Baudricourt to send her to Chinon, where she saw through the guise of Gilles de Rais and picked the Dauphin out from the court.  Dunois did eventually take Paris but saw no sense in both of them being burned, so did not come to the rescue.  FTP name this play by George Bernard Shaw whose protagonist tells Brother Martin that she is the child of God.

ANSWER: Saint Joan
"Peace, peace! he is not dead, he doth not sleep" but awakened "from the dream of life."  Leigh Hunt is the "gentlest of the wise" who taught the departed one; Thomas Moore is "the sweetest lyrist of her saddest wrong"; "most musical of mourners" are asked to "weep again"; and the one with "curse of Cain light on his head" "pierced thy innocent breast" by lousy reviews.  Beginning with a quote by Plato, it ends with his soul "like a star, beacons from the abode where the Eternal are."  "Till the Future dares forget the past, his fate and fame shall be an echo and a light unto eternity!"  FTP name this elegy on the death of John Keats by Percy Shelley.

ANSWER: "Adonais"

In his delirium he dreamed of a society infected by intelligent microbes that made men headstrong and started killing each other.  While in the university, he had helped a poor consumptive student and rescued two little children from a house on fire.  This led to the lightening of his sentence.  His mother Pulcheria Alexandrovna still thinks he is on a business commission when she died, although she revealed more than they would know.  Katerina Ivanovna sees him as a savior while Porfiry Petrovitch called him a "regular Schiller."  FTP name this lonesome brother of Dounia who killed Lizaveta and the old pawn broker with an axe in Dostoyevsky's Crime and Punishment.

ANSWER: Rodion Romanovitch Raskolnikov
The protagonist recalls Barker telling his comrades how he flew across the lines to bomb the Austrian officer's leave train, and "how quiet it got and then somebody saying, 'You bloody murderous bastard.'"  Whoring in Constantinople, fishing in the Black Forest, waiting for the train at Karagatch are related in this story, as is the fat Williamson caught in the wires to be shot.  Dreaming of Compton arriving with the airplane, Harry bickers with his rich wife Helen and asks the African servant Molo for drinks, while his leg is full of gangrene.  FTP the carcass of a leopard is found near the summit of a namesake mountain in this story by Ernest Hemingway.

ANSWER: "The Snows of Kilimanjaro"
Author of Our Age and Contemporary Games, his story "Seventeen" was criticized by right-wingers.  Born to landowners who lost their property during postwar reforms, he 1st gained fame with Lavish Are the Dead, published in the magazine Bungakukai.  In addition to the sci-fi The Treatment Tower and the journalistic Hiroshima Notes, he wrote about a captured black airman in The Catch, and about Takashi and Mitsu--the latter has a retarded child--in The Silent Cry.  FTP name this Japanese author of A Personal Matter and Nip the Buds, Shoot the Kids, winner of the 1994 Nobel prize for literature.

ANSWER: Oe Kenzaburo
He wrote the screenplays for The Romantic Englishwoman, Despair, and Brazil.  FTPE.

[10]  Name this Czech-born English playwright whose greatest success focused on the philosophical musings of two Hamlet characters, Rosencrantz and Guildenstern Are Dead.

ANSWER: Tom Stoppard
[10]  In this Stoppard play set in Zurich, James Joyce, Vladimir Lenin, and Tristan Tzara are recalled while The Importance of Being Earnest is staged.

ANSWER: Travesties
[10]  In this Stoppard play, Moses Jackson and Oscar Wilde figure in the life of homosexual poet A. E. Housman.

ANSWER: The Invention of Love
"She shaves her legs until they gleam like petrified mammoth-tusk."  Stuff about a daughter-in-law from "Snapshots of a Daughter-in-Law" by Adrienne Rich.  FTPE.

[10]  "Reading while waiting for the iron to heat," she writes "My Life had stood--a Loaded Gun," by this American poet residing in "that Amherst pantry."

ANSWER: Emily Dickinson
[10]  "Neither the words nor music are her own" "when to her lute Corinna sings," a poem by this English poet of Poemata, and Observations on the Art of English Poesy, which argued for quantitative meter and prompted Samuel Daniel's Defence of Rhyme.

ANSWER: Thomas Campion
[10]  "Partly brave and partly good," she "fought with what she partly understood," and is quoted from her Thoughts on the Education of Daughters, though her A Vindication of the Rights of Woman is more famous.

ANSWER: Mary Wollstonecraft
The 1st part, in which the Lover is helped by Welcome but thwarted by Danger, Shame, and Slander, finally gets a kiss thanks to Pity, is by Guillaume de Lorris.  FTPE.

[10]  Name this medieval French work finished by Jean de Meun, who used it to offer his opinion on politics, women, and philosophy, glorifying nature.

ANSWER: Roman de la Rose; or Romance of the Rose
[10]  This author translated Roman de la Rose into English, but all that is left is a fragment, and its tangible influence on his The Parliament of Fowls.

ANSWER: Geoffrey Chaucer
[10]  In her Letter to the God of Loves, she defended women against Meun's satire in Roman de la Rose.  Name this French author who also wrote about Charles V and Joan of Arc in addition to The Book of the City of Ladies and The Book of Three Virtues.

ANSWER: Christine de Pisan
Works by Franz Kafka.  FTPE.

[10]  Gregor Samsa awakens one morning to find himself turned into a vermin, and finally dies when neglected by his family.

ANSWER: "Der Verwandlung"; or "The Metamorphosis"

[10]  Also published separately in A Country Doctor, it describes Joseph K.'s accusation by a mysterious authority of an unknown crime and his search for justice.

ANSWER: Der Prozess; or The Trial
[10]  Originally titled Der Verschollene and separately published as "The Stoker," it describes misfit Karl Rossman's adventures in the titular place.

ANSWER: Amerika
Name these novels by Ernest Hemingway.  FTPE.

[10]  American ambulance driver Frederic Henry falls in love with English nurse Catherine Barkley, who dies while giving birth after the couple diserts from Caporetto and flees to Switzerland.

ANSWER: A Farewell to Arms
[10]  American volunteer Robert Jordan joins a guerrilla in the Guadarrama Mts and falls in love with Maria while trying to blow up a bridge at Segovia to assist a Republican offense, which is about to fail.

ANSWER: For Whom the Bell Tolls
[10]  This set of 3 novellas grew from Hemingway's experiences in the Carribean island of Bimini, in Havana during the war, and in searching for U-boats off Cuba.

ANSWER: Islands in the Stream
History 5/5

Samuel Tillman read about tender mercies and Ansel Bascom spoke about the property bill.  Initiated at Richard Hunt's tea-table at Waterloo, it took place in a Wesleyan church, and led to unanimous passage of all but the 9th resolution, which narrowly passed thanks in part to Frederick Douglass's insistence.  Organized by Mary Ann McClintock as well as two leaders excluded from the World Anti-Slavery Convention in London in 1840, it met to pass a document substituting "all men" for "King George," titled Declaration of Sentiments.  Launched by Lucretia Coffin Mott and Elizabeth Caddy Stanton, FTP name this 1st women's rights convention that took place in NY.

ANSWER: Seneca Falls convention

Elbridge Durbrow deputized for the vacationing Thomas K. Finletter in summoning NATO following this incident, while Adlai E. Stevenson was asked to break off a vacation in Maine to call for an UN security council meeting.  In an address a day later, the president gave his "4 simple propositions" of June 2nd and noted that retaliation "is being given as I speak to you."  Wayne Morse and Ernest Gruening were the only ones voting against a bill that resulted from it, which was asked for by citing the SEATO Treaty and previous commitment made by Eisenhower.  The 7th fleet's C. Turner Joy was there to assist Maddox two days after the latter was attacked by Vietnamese patrol boats.  FTP name this incident that led to a resolution for Lyndon Johnson to begin air war against North Vietnam, named for the body of water in which it took place.

ANSWER: Gulf of Tonkin incident

The position for this battle was chosen for its proximity to Carystus and Eretria, and it was hoped that Rhamnus to the north would serve as a rallying point for Hippias.  The losers sailed around Cape Sounion afterwards, but the victors made it back in time to stave off the threat.  Because arrows were showering from troops recently arriving from Euboea, the victors were forced to run to their targets, and their flanks were reinforced to trap the enemy in a circle.  Leading to defeat of Datis and Artaphernes, it saw the Athenians and Plataeans overwhelm the Persians before their cavalry could participate.  FTP name this victory for Miltiades over Darius I at the plains of Attica mythically associated with the runner Phidippides.

ANSWER: Marathon
It saw skirmishes at Weissenburg, Worth, and Spichern, and the losing side winning at Saarbrucken.  Achille Francois Bazaine commanded the east and lost at Vionville and Gravelotte.  Its greatest battle came after a retreat from Beaumont by the losers, whose commander was replaced by Emmanuel Felix de Wimpffen after Marie Maurice, comte de MacMahon was wounded, and couldn't relieve Metz.  Caused by Prince Leopold's candidacy for the Spanish throne, it saw Friedrich Wilhelm and Helmuth von Moltke lead the Germans to victory at Sedan.  FTP name this war ending with the crowning of Wilhelm I as emperor of Germany at Versailles, fought between the namesake countries.

ANSWER: Franco-Prussian war

He sought divine help by pouring wine down a well, then used a barrier of wagons to defeat Rana Sanga of Mewar at Khanua.  He secured Qandahar on the way to Sind after seizing Kabul and failing to capture Samarkand, losing it and Fergana to Muhammad Shaygani Khan at Sar-e Pol.  Winning against the Afghans at Lucknow and Ghaghara, he died before organizing the empire after offering his life to God in exchange for that of his son Humayun.  A descendant of Genghis Khan and Tamerlane, he achieved his greatest victory north of Delhi using Turkish artillery against Ibrahim Lodi at Panipat in 1525.  FTP name this Muslim founder of the Mughal dynasty.

ANSWER: Babur; or Babar; or Baber
Identify these early English colonists in America.  FTPE.

[10]  He organized a 1585 settlement on Roanoke Island that mysteriously vanished.  He was beheaded for treason after falling out of favor by seducing one of Queen Elizabeth's maids of honor.

ANSWER: Sir Walter Raleigh
[10]  Raleigh's half brother, he promoted the first English colony at Newfoundland, which collapsed after his death at sea in 1583.

ANSWER: Sir Humphrey Gilbert
[10]  He kept the Jamestown settlement intact by keeping gold-digging colonists in line.  He was saved from his Indian captors by the maiden Pocahontas.

ANSWER: John Smith
It was originally called the Pennsylvania Fiscal Agency until it was bought by Thomas C. Durant and others, when it started buying Union Pacific stock.  FTPE.

[10]  Awarded with the Union Pacific contract, it charged $94 million for a $44 million construction and bribed people like Schuyler Colfax and James A. Garfield.  Identify this namesake company of a Grant administration railroad scandal.

ANSWER: Credit Mobilier
[10]  This congressman from Massachusetts tried to stave off an investigation by letting fellow congressmen purchase Credit Mobilier stocks cheaply.

ANSWER: Oakes Ames
[10]  During the 1872 election, this man revealed the letters addressed to him from Oakes Ames to the New York Sun, causing public outrage and Ames' death months later.

ANSWER: Henry McComb
Answer the following about Roman occupation of Britain.  FTPE.

[10]  When her husband Prasutagus died, the Romans tortured this queen of the Iceni despite her willingness to cooperate, so she gathered an army to destroy Colchester and Saint Albans before being defeated by Suetonius Paulinus at Fenny Stratford.

ANSWER: Boudicca
[10]  As governor of Britannia, this Roman general subdued the Caledonians and Ordovices, winning the battle of Mons Graupius in Scotland.  Father-in-law of Tacitus, he was recalled by Domitian, but not before he circumnavigated Britain.

ANSWER: Gnaeus Julius Agricola
[10]  During this Spanish emperor's reign, a 73 mile wall from Solway Firth to the mouth of the Tyne River was built delineating the extent of Roman advance in Britain.

ANSWER: Hadrian
He believed only in God and people, and aspired to write historical novels.  FTPE.

[10]  Head of a short lived republic before being ousted by the French army, name this leader of Risorgimento called "chief of the assassins" by Cavour.

ANSWER: Giuseppe Mazzini
[10]  Failure of revolts led by the Carbonari caused Mazzini to found this educational and insurrectional society in 1831 that led several failed conspiracies against existing governments before being absorbed into Italian National Committee.

ANSWER: Young Italy; or Giovine Italia
[10]  Founders of Esperia, the brothers by this name sailed to Calabria to liberate Naples, but betrayed by Pietro Boccheciampe, they were executed at Cosenza.  Mazzini showed that their letters were intercepted by British home secretary James Graham.

ANSWER: Attilio and Emilio Bandiera
African empires.  FTPE.

[10]  Overran by the Muslim Sanhaja Berbers, it survived to rule over the Soninke, but was finally destroyed by the Susu, which captured its capital Kumbi Saleh.

ANSWER: Ghana
[10]  Formed when Sundiata Keita of Kangaba defeated Sumanguru Kante of Susu at Kirina, it joined together Mema, Wagadou, and its namesake, with capital at Niani.  It's best known for king Mansa Musa, who pilgrimaged to Mecca, and Timbuktu.

ANSWER: Mali
[10]  Originating from Dendi, Nigeria, this Islamic empire with capital at Gao took over Djenne from the Mali under Sunni Ali and expanded under Askia Muhammad, but was destroyed at Tonbidi by Moroccan Ahmad al-Mansur.

ANSWER: Songhai
Science 5/5

The absence of this protein causes holoprosencephaly, which is responsible for 1/250 of miscarriage pregnancies.  Activated by retinoic acid, it forms a gradient in its neighborhood.  Fibroblast growth factor, secreted by the apical ectodermal ridge, has a role in proximal-distal determination analogous to this growth factor's role in anterior-posterior pattern formation.  While bone morphogenetic proteins act on the roof plate, this protein acts ventral to the neural tube on the floor plate.  Studied in limb buds of chick embryos by Lewis Wolpert, FTP name this morphogen secreted by the zone of polarizing activity, named after a similar protein involved in segmentation and a video game character created by Sega.

ANSWER: sonic hedgehog
It decreases at constant pressure with increasing temperature, and increases with pressure at constant temperature, in each case most quickly in the vapor phase, and almost negligible in the solid phase.  Its change is V Delta P minus S Delta T, or the maximum nonexpansion work at constant pressure and temperature, or nRT times natural log of P2 over P1 for an ideal gas, but best known is -RT times log of the equilibrium constant; zero for systems in equilibrium, less than zero for a spontaneous process.  Equal to H minus TS, FTP name this thermodynamic quantity named for a Yale physicist.

ANSWER: Gibbs (free) energy

Instead of employing Debye-Hull-Scherrer's powder diffraction method, its namesakes relied on an array of atomic planes facing the incident beam.  First suggested by Elsasser and verified by G. P. Thompson, it employed a Faraday box that detects electrons scattered by a crystal of nickel, a method similar to Max von Laue's.  A peak in plotting collector current against electron energy is explained by constructive interference, and Bragg's equation lets us calculate the de Broglie wavelength.  FTP name this experiment validating existence of matter waves, named for two physicists.
ANSWER: Davisson-Germer experiment

Applied to Fourier analysis, this technique minimizes the norm of a function and its Fourier series approximation.  Trend analysis is an application of this method, whose general model involves writing the predications y as the sum of observations matrix X times parameters beta, plus error vector epsilon.  Solving the normal equations X to the t times X times beta equals X to the t times y gives the solution: a set of parameters for a curve assuming fixed X and Gaussian distributed y about the curve.  Weighted and multiple regression varieties generalize this curve-fitting technique that, FTP minimizes the magnitude of residuals about a line, a namesake type of fitting.

ANSWER: least-squares

It binds close to M2 alpha helices with aspartate and glutamate residues that repel negative charges, at alpha-gamma and alpha-delta junctions of an alpha-2-beta-gamma-delta pentamer.  Upon its binding, central serine and threonine groups of M2 align parallel to the gate while the M2 helices rotate to allow entry of the hydrated ions potassium and sodium, which depolarize the cytosol enough to cause release of calcium from the sarcoplasmic reticulum, but not from T tubules.  The only neurotransmitter broken down by its namesake esterase, FTP name this molecule that binds to nicotinic ligand-gated channels in neuromuscular junctions to generate muscle contractions.

ANSWER: acetylcholine
Answer the following about transmembrane proteins.  FTPE.

[10]  Glycophorin A, the representative single-pass transmembrane protein, with an alpha helix that forms coiled coil dimers, is a protein in these red blood cells.

ANSWER: erythrocytes

[10]  Seven-spanning integral proteins include G-protein coupled receptors, bacteriorhodopsin, and these tetrameric voltage-gated ion channels that allow a certain ion to diffuse out of the cell during an action potential.

ANSWER: potassium or K+ ion channels

[10]  Unlike other alpha helical proteins, these channels that allow small molecules to pass through contain beta strands forming a barrel structure with a central pore.

ANSWER: porins

They have large chemical shifts in NMR because their pi electrons rotate to induce a local magnetic field supporting the external field.  FTPE.

[10]  Produced by elimination, they are said to be unsaturated and undergo addition reactions.  Name these compounds AKA olefins, with a carbon-carbon double bond.

ANSWER: alkenes

[10]  This method for naming alkene diastereomers begins by applying R-S rules to find the two higher priority groups on each side of the double bond, then designating the trans isomer the German for opposite, and the cis isomer the German for together.

ANSWER: E-Z designation; or entgegen-zusammen system

[10]  Alkenes are made by dehydration of these compounds with mineral acid at high temperatures.  E2 proceeds with primary types while E1 and carbocation rearrangement proceeds with secondary and tertiary types, the latter being preferred for stability.

ANSWER: alcohols; or hydroxyl groups

Stuff from fluid dynamics.  FTPE.

[10]  Named for the inventor of the barometer, this law relates the efflux velocity of a liquid through an orifice to the height of the liquid in the vessel.

ANSWER: Torricelli's law

[10]  Because energy in an incompressible fluid is constant parallel to the direction of flow, this principle implies that velocity and pressure are inversely related.

ANSWER: Bernoulli's principle

[10]  Applying only to laminar flow, these equations suggest that pressure drop in a pipe is linear with flow velocity and result from momentum conservation for a flow.

ANSWER: Navier-Stokes equations

Answer the following about an incident in a field of computer science.  FTPE.

[10]  Prompted by the research of Marvin Minsky and Dean Edmonds at Princeton, this computer scientist brought together researchers in automata theory and neural nets for a 2-month workship at Dartmouth in 1956.  He would later develop LISP.

ANSWER: John McCarthy
[10]  The Dartmouth workshop agreed on this name for the new field of computer science that attempts to develop rational machine agents for taking on human tasks.

ANSWER: artificial intelligence

[10]  At the workship, Carnegie Tech's Newell and Simon showed off this reasoning program capable of proving most of the theorems in Ch 2 of Principia Mathematica, and even showed Bertrand Russell a shorter proof for one of the theorems.  Unfortunately, the Journal of Symbolic Logic rejected a paper coauthored by Newell, Simon, and it.

ANSWER: Logic Theorist
Answer the following about the planet Jupiter.  FTPE.

[10]  Finding only thin layers of ammonia, hydrogen sulfide, and water, and minimal lightning in Jupiter's clouds, this probe launched by Atlantis visited Jupiter in 1997.

ANSWER: Galileo
[10]  This Bologna astronomer tracked the orbits of Jupiter's moons and found that their light took longer to arrive when the distance between Earth and Jupiter were greatest.  He is also known for observing a gap in Saturn's rings.

ANSWER: Gian Domenico Cassini
[10]  Winds are blowing past this 8500 mile wide feature of Jupiter's surface at 250 miles per hour, counterclockwise.  It derives its color from sulfur or phosphorus.

ANSWER: Great Red Spot
Religion Mythology Philosophy 3/3

He gave Melchizedek king of Salem a 10th of everything he won by defeating Kedorlamer at Hobah, north of Damascus, supported by Aner, Eshcol, and Mamre, near whose trees he once stayed to build an altar.  Later husband of Keturah, who gave birth to Jokshan and Midian, he pleaded with God not to leave his possessions to his slave Eliezer, an agreement sealed by a blazing torch passing between the halves of the sacrificed animals.  Taking his family from Haran to Canaan and Bethel, he told the Egyptians his wife was his sister.  FTP name this Biblical figure from Ur who finally had the son Isaac with Sarah.

ANSWER: Abraham; or Abram
His hair is arranged in crescent mooned jatamakuta and he holds a deerskin, a trident, a drum, and a club.  He has three eyes, one of which bestows inward vision, and the Ganges trickle through his hair.  Making up the Ardhanarisvara with his consort, he is described as Pasupati and Mahadeva.  Represented by the phallic lingam stone, he has a blue neck that holds back poison from the world.  Residing on Mount Kailasa with his sons Skanda and Ganesha, FTP name this auspicious Hindu deity that mounts the bull Nandi, depicted as dancing Nataraja, usually called the destroyer.

ANSWER: Shiva; or Siva
It compares life to a repeatedly bursting artillery shell and a spreading wave broken at one point.  The last chapter on "Cinematographical Mechanism of Thought and the Mechanistic Illusion" points out incidents in the history of philosophy where static concepts failed to represent reality.  Evidence used in the earlier Matter and Memory are presented for distinguishing intelligence, which results in human beings, from instinct, which leads to animals.  Unlike orderly matter, the intuitive progression of life force is chaotic, and continually develops, generating new forms.  FTP name this work espousing the endurance of elan vital, the most famous by Henri Bergson.

ANSWER: L'evolution creatrice; or Creative Evolution
Jewish holidays.  FTPE.

[10]  Beginning in Nisan, this 7-8 day festival prescribes eating of unleavened bread matzo and reading of the Haggada during dinner, the Seder, commemorating exodus.

ANSWER: Pesach; or Passover
[10]  Held in Adar, this celebration of feasting, masquerades, and drinking of wine commemorates the delivery of the Jews from Xerxes I by Esther and Mordecai.

ANSWER: Purim
[10]  Celebrated on Sivan, this feast of weeks gives thanks to the grain harvest as well as the giving of the Torah on Sinai, and adheres to reading of the Book of Ruth, decoration with greens, and eating of dairy.

ANSWER: Shavuoth; or Shabuoth; or Pentecost
Answer the following about Greek creation myths.  FTPE.

[10]  According to Pelasgians, this goddess rose from Chaos to couple with serpent Ophion, or North Wind Boreas, to lay the Universal Egg, and created pairs of Titans and Titanesses for each of 7 planets.  She shares her name with mother of the Graces.

ANSWER: Eurynome
[10]  In Orphic myths, Night laid an egg in the womb of Darkness which produced this 4-headed double-sexed god, also called Phanes or Ericepaius or Protogenus Phaethon.  He created earth, sky, sun, and moon, is later considered to be the son of Aphrodite.

ANSWER: Eros
[10]  A familiar Olympian myth attributes Mother Earth Gaea with giving birth to this husband of hers as she slept.  Father of the Titans, the Cyclopes, and the 100-handed giants, he was later castrated by Cronus and from his blood came the Furies.

ANSWER: Uranus
An anti version was used by Walter of Chatton to suggest "if 3 things are not enough to verify an affirmative proposition about things, a 4th must be added."  FTPE.

[10]  Often confused with laws of simplicity, name this rule coined by a Franciscan Oxford philosopher stating that "plurality should not be posited without necessity."

ANSWER: Occam's razor (Ockham's razor)

[10]  Occam's razor is akin to minimizing this form of complexity in algorithmic information theory, the length of the shortest program that outputs a given string, or the length of the minimal description, named for a Russian mathematician.

ANSWER: Kolmogorov-Chaitin complexity

[10]  This German philosopher tried to counter Occam's razor with his own principle of plentitude, stating that God populated the world with the most possible creatures.  He also invented Calculus.
ANSWER: Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz
Fine Arts 3/3

The empty chair in the lower left suggests that more people may arrive.  The checker-board floor provides the perspective for the room, while the viewer remains in a dark space analogous to works by Pieter de Hooch.  Found in the Vienna Kunsthistorisches, it shows a meticulous chandelier hanging near a large map and yellow-blue drapes on the left.  The central figure has a book and a trumpet in her hands, while a man with his back turned towards us sits at a stool finishing up her blue headdress on the canvas.  FTP name this Jan Vermeer work, a metaphor for the titular process.

ANSWER: Allegory of Painting; or The Art of Painting
The trio to scherzo linkage in the 2nd movement of this work is marked stringendo, a fast tempo that some conductors ignore, but is clearly at the same speed as the alla breve, and contains sans repetition of the scherzo, as indicated in a letter from the composer to Charles Neate.  The last movement contains a melody from the song "Mutual Love," or "Gegenliebe," which was used for the Fantasia in C.  Premiering at the Karntnertor Theatre along with the overture to Consecration of the House, it begins in D minor and ends in D major.  A 5th movement presto and the verses "Tochter aus Elysium, Freude, schoner Gotterfunken" ends, FTP this symphony by Beethoven containing Ode to Joy, his last.

ANSWER: Symphony No. 9 in D minor; or Choral Symphony

He gave his musicians a stare called "the ray" when he wasn't happy, and even gave it once to John Hammond, who sent a young guitarist to meet him without his knowledge, so he tried to play a piece he was sure Charlie Christian wouldn't know.  His failed gig at the NY Roosevelt Hotel was followed by recordings made with a Tusgekee English professor, including "Avalon" and a version of "Body and Soul."  He soloed "Waitin' for Katie" while playing with singer Ben Pollack, and played for the NBC Let's Dance radio program.  A rival of Artie Shaw, FTP name this band leader who rendered "Rose Room," "King Porter Stomp," and "Sing, Sing, Sing," a Jewish American clarinetist called "King of Swing."
ANSWER: Benny Goodman
Answer the following about creators of consecration and profanation.  FTPE.

[10]  A cupid stirring the water in a sarcophagus is at the center of this artist's Sacred and Profane Love, which depicts a clothed woman in white dress at the left and a nude woman with red cape at the right that is reminiscent of his Venus of Urbino.

ANSWER: Titian
[10]  A chromatic harp forms the main melodic line in this composer's Sacred and Profane Dances, which contrast with his more abstract works like the songs Five Poems of Baudelaire and the opera Pelleas et Melisande.

ANSWER: Claude Debussy
[10]  The history of religion as seen through camouflaged myths in unconscious human experience is the subject of this philosopher's The Sacred and the Profane, a functional analysis of religion also elaborated in The Myth of the Eternal Return.

ANSWER: Mircea Eliade
Name these Russian ballet dancers.  FTPE.

[10]  He performed for Sergey Diaghilev's Ballets Russes, creating the leading roles in Les sylphides, Petrushka, and Le sacre du printemps, and suffered schizophrenia.

ANSWER: Vaslav Nijinsky
[10]  Prima ballerina of the Imperial Ballet of St. Petersburg, she studied dances of India and Japan, but is most famous for dancing to Michel Fokine's The Dying Swan.

ANSWER: Anna Pavlova
[10]  Founding the White Oak project with Mark Morris, he defected while touring Canada with the Bolshoi, and danced for and directed the American Ballet Theatre.

ANSWER: Mikhail Baryshnikov
Roberto Burle Marx planned the grounds of his house in Pampulha, and Candido Portinari designed the tiles outside his Chapel of Sao Francisco.  FTPE.

[10]  Influenced by Le Corbusier, name this architect entrusted by Lucio Costa with design of all the major buildings of a certain city, including the Plaza of the Three Powers, the Palace of the Dawn, and the water garden of the Foreign Ministry.

ANSWER: Oscar Niemeyer
[10]  Name the capital city designed by Niemeyer, an idea of Juscelino Kubitschek.

ANSWER: Brasilia
[10]  This Brasilia landmark designed by Niemeyer has concrete fingers that resemble a crown of thorns, an underground stained glass interior, and statues called Four Evangelists standing outside.

ANSWER: Catedral Metropolitana; or Metropolitan Cathedral

They include the 4-million year old anamensis and the bahrelghazali of Chad.  They had curved feet and hands and ate only fruits and vegetation, with small canines and large molars.  A family of them were found by Maurice Taieb, and the robustus species may have had the skills to make stone tools.  aethiopicus were found in Lake Turkana, while boisei were originally called Zinjanthropus and nicknamed "Nutcracker Man" by Mary Leakey.  FTP Donald Johanson discovered the afarensis Lucy and Raymond Dart found its descendant africanus, both species of these extinct primates of Homininae.

ANSWER: Australopithecines; accept Australopithecus
Identify the following from a branch of linguistics.  FTPE.

[10]  This is a sound or form that represents one particular meaning in a language.

ANSWER: morpheme
[10]  This is a morpheme that have more than one function or meaning, such as the "s" suffix for indicating present tense, 3rd person, and singular number.  Name these "merged" morphemes.
ANSWER: Portmanteau morpheme

[10]  This is an unrecognizable left-over morpheme, such as the "luke" in "lukewarm" and "huckle" in "huckleberry."  Interestingly, this technical term is also named for a kind of berry.

ANSWER: cranberry morpheme

Geography 1/1

Its eastern area contains Wickham Heights, which rises in Mount Usborne, while its western area is dominated by Hornby Mountains.  John Strong named it for a viscount, while Sebald Van Weert called it the Sebalds.  Southeast of the Jason islands, it is divided in half by Grantham Sound, and has a lighthouse at Cape Pembroke on its East Island next to Stanley, which was held for 10 weeks by a foreign power in the early 80s.  Northwest of South Sandwich Islands and northeast of Tierra del Fuego, FTP name this set of islands, a self-governing British dependency invaded by Argentina in 1982.

ANSWER: Falkland islands; or islas Malvinas
Name these rivers of Southeast Asia.  FTPE.

[10]  Formed from the Mali and Nmai rivers, it flows south and branches near Yangon, emptying into the Andaman sea.  Name this major river of Myanmar.

ANSWER: Irrawaddy
[10]  Originating in Qinghai, it flows through Yunnan, forms the border between Laos and Thailand, crosses Cambodia, and empties into South China Sea near Ho Chi Minh.

ANSWER: Mekong
[10]  Rising in the Sierra Madre mountains of the Philippines, it flows north into the Babuyan channel of the South China sea.  Name this longest river of Luzon.

ANSWER: Cagayan
