Literature 4/4.

Ferrante the poet poisons the prince who tried the protagonist of this novel in absentia for killing Giletti while shooting rabbits.  Sewing diamonds in her nephew's coat, Pietranera later marries the Duke of Sanseverina while he takes a diplomatic post, leaving Gina free to carry on an affair with prime minister Count Mosca.  The protagonist falls in love with Marietta Valsera before dumping her for Fausta, but returns to be arrested, and escapes prison with the help of Clelia Conti, with whom he later has an affair while archbishop.  Recalling the battle of Waterloo, FTP name this Stendhal novel in which Fabrizio del Dongo retires to the titular monastery on the Po.

ANSWER: The Charterhouse of Parma
The main character of this play doesn't believe in God the father, and wants to be punish for being a slut, using Uncle Charlie as the substitute for her dead father.  During her son's boat race against Navy, the protagonist tries to convince Madeline Arnold that her son Gordon is really the son of Dr. Darrell, who promptly refutes the claim and would rather learn "to be resigned to be an atom."  In one of many interior monologues, Ned claims "desire is a natural response to the beauty of the female", and goes through with the impregnation of the wife of his best friend Sam Evans.  FTP name this Eugene O'Neill play about the remembrance for Gordon Shaw of Nina Leeds.

ANSWER: Strange Interlude
A "tried friend to the end," it has gentle wings under whose sway "all that custom has divided" is reunited.  Praised by those "who can call at least one soul theirs," it "gave us kisses and the fruit of the vine," and is tasted by both the just and the unjust, and drunk by creatures at nature's breast.  Its sanctuary tread by those inspired by fire, FTP name this "bright spark of divinity" and "daughter of Elysium" which inspired the "more cheerful songs" of the allegro assai movement of Beethoven's Ninth Symphony, a titular subject akin to "freedom" in a Friedrich von Schiller poem.

ANSWER: "An die Freude"; or "Ode to Joy"
He described an object that creates obsession in "The Zahir" and wrote a history of tango for Martin Fierro, as well as the biography Evaristo Carriego.  He imagines a group of intellectuals imagining the world Tlon in "Tlon, Uqbar, Orbis Tertius," and wrote for the Critica a series published as A Universal History of Infamy.  He wrote detective stories under the name H. Bustos Domecq with Adolfo Bioy Casares, including Six Problems for Don Isidro Parodi, and took the Ultraist movement to South America.  FTP name this Argentinian author of Labyrinths, El Aleph, and Ficciones.

ANSWER: Jorge Luis Borges
A mythical place in fiction.  FTPE.

(10)  Imlac warns the prince of Abyssinia against leaving Happy Valley in this work by Samuel Johnson about the titular prince's "choice of life" upon escape from the perfect luxuries of the succession to the throne to the miseries of Cairo.

ANSWER: The History of Rasselas, Prince of Abyssinia
(10)  New South Wales is the setting for this novelist's depiction of an Australian community in Happy Valley.  This Nobel winner also wrote The Twyborn Affair and Voss.

ANSWER: Patrick White
(10)  Leaving the Dolly at Nukuheva, Toby and Tommo look for a Happy Valley inhabited by the titular cannibalistic tribe led by Mehevi in this Herman Melville novel.

ANSWER: Typee, A Peep at Polynesian Life

His excuse for eating muffins so calmly is that, quote "when I am in trouble, eating is the only thing that consoles me," and won't leave until after dinner.  FTPE.

(10)  Name this literary character who also ate Lady Bracknell's cucumber sandwiches, and pursues the hand of Cecily Cardew, the ward of his friend Jack Worthing.

ANSWER: Algernon Moncrieff; accept either

(10)  Algernon Moncrieff appears as a debt-ridden, extravagant, nonsense-speaking bachelor, and nephew of Lady Bracknell, in this Oscar Wilde play.

ANSWER: The Importance of Being Earnest
(10)  Lady Bracknell hopes that this person makes up his mind whether to live or die.  Name this imaginary invalid visited by Algernon who was "found out," and "exploded."

ANSWER: Bunbury
In "Snapshots of a Daughter-in-Law," she notes that for women, "mere talent was enough for us--glitter in fragments and rough drafts."  FTPE.

(10)  Name this American poet of Leaflets, The Will to Change, An Atlas of the Difficult World, and a feminist analysis of motherhood, Of Woman Born.

ANSWER: Adrienne Rich
(10)  This Adrienne Rich poem from a namesake National Book award winning collection notes that "my mask is powerful," but "the sea is not a question of power" as the poet has to "learn alone to turn [her] body without force in the deep element" sea.

ANSWER: "Diving into the Wreck"

(10)  Rich tries to "do something very common," experiencing "repetition as death" and "the failure of criticism to locate the pain" in this poem, named for a John Donne poem asking his wife not to lament his departure to the continent.

ANSWER: "A Valediction Forbidding Mourning"
Identify the following Scandinavian authors.  FTPE.

(10)  This Norwegian became a Catholic, authoring romances like Mrs. Martha Oulie, Jenny, and historical works like Kristin Lavransdatter.

ANSWER: Sigrid Undset
(10)  This Swedish teacher wrote The Ring of the Lowenskolds, Jerusalem, Trolls and Men, and The Story of Gosta Berling, which was made into a Greta Garbo film.

ANSWER: Selma Lagerlof
(10)  This Norwegian journalist wrote Children of the Age, Vagabonds, Growth of the Soil, and an autobiographical view of the starving artist in Hunger.
ANSWER: Knut Hamsun
History 4/4.

He sent Wood and Forbes on a fact-finding mission in the Philippines and saw a $25 million payment to Colombia for the loss of Panama.  He approved the Immigration Restriction Act but saw scandal erupt in the Alien Property Custodian office.  His presidency ended after a trip to Alaska and a stay at a San Francisco hotel, and his "inside story" is told in a book by Harry M. Daugherty, his attorney general.  Nan Britton claimed that she had a child by this publisher of the Marion Democratic Star.  Nominated in a smoke-filled room in Blackstone hotel, he is known for slogans like "return to normalcy."  FTP name this US president scandalized by the Teapot Dome.

ANSWER: Warren Gamaliel Harding
Its first incarnation saw the expulsion of Louis VIII after the 2nd battle of Lincoln.  Settled by the Statute of Marlborough and the Dictum of Kenilworth, it was renewed when Welsh marchers arose against the Parliament.  Pope Urban IV convinced the king to refuse the Provisions of Westminster, which led to a revolt that won out after defeating the king at Lewes and Louis IX failed to arbitrate at Amiens.  Concluded after Edward I's victory at Evesham, it was precipitated by the Easter Parliament and Henry III's refusal to abide by the Provisions of Oxford.  FTP name this war led by Simon de Montfort and waged on behalf of the titular members of the landed gentry.

ANSWER: Barons' war
A planned trip to Venice was scrapped during it, and stays at Saardam and Deptford provided opportunities to engage people like Nicolaas Witsen and Cornelis Cruys.  Led by F. A. Golovin and the Swiss admiral Franz Lefort, it saw negotiations of alliances with Augustus II of Poland and William III of England, though Austria and France were too preoccupied with the succession of Charles II of Spain to make a pact against the Ottomans.  Traveling as sergeant Pyotr Mikhaylov, its most important member studied carpentering and shipbuilding for four months, and returned to suppress the streltsy revolt in Moscow.  FTP name this long diplomatic mission taken by Peter the Great.

ANSWER: Grand Embassy
Deenig governed this dynasty during the quarrel between her sons Pirooz and Hormozd.  Following his imprisonment and exile, during which Zamasp ruled, Kavad returned to show clemency to the conspirators, and withdrew his support for Mazdak, leaving his throne for Khosro I Anasheravan.  Defeated by the Palmyran Odaenathus, it was begun over disatisfaction with Artabanus IV.  Shapur I triumphed over emperors Gordian III, Philip the Arab, and Valerian, capturing the latter at Edessa to use as a human foot stool for mounting.  It sponsored Zoroastrianism and had its capital at Ctesiphon.  FTP name this Persian dynasty founded when Ardashir I overthrew the Parthians in 224.

ANSWER: Sassanid; or Sasanian
Launched in 1643, it consists of Massachusetts Bay, Plymouth, New Haven, and Connecticut colonies, with each member wielding two votes.  FTPE.

(10)  Name this Puritan military alliance that dissolved after the Bay Colony's charter was revoked by Charles II.

ANSWER: New England Confederation
(10)  From 1675 to 1676, the New England Confederation went up against this Indian chieftain named Metacomet, who responded to encroachment on native lands by forming a confederation of tribes, leading to an uprising that was abated when he was killed.

ANSWER: King Philip
(10)  The New England Confederation was replaced by this organization imposed from London aimed at bolstering colonial defense and enforcing English Navigation Laws.  It was led by tight-fisted Sir Edmund Andros.

ANSWER: Dominion of New England
Name these Civil War battles of 1864.  FTPE.

(10)  Nathan Bedford Forrest routed the cavalry of William Tecumseh Sherman before the infantry could arrive in this battle in Tupelo Mississippi, in which Forrest defeated Samuel Davis Sturgis and captured his artillery and supplies.

ANSWER: Brices Crossroads

(10)  David Farragut took 18 ships and had himself tied to the rigging in case of vertigo in this Alabama battle against Fort Morgan and Confederate warship Tennessee, in which Farragut, onboard Hartford, uttered "damn the torpedoes, full speed ahead."

ANSWER: Mobile Bay
(10)  After Sherman's army crossed the Chattahoochee, he sent James McPherson's army east near Decatur where he was killed in this battle against John B. Hood.  It was followed by the battles of Ezra Church and Jonesboro.

ANSWER: Atlanta
Formerly duke of Swabia, he received the Lombard crown at Pavia but later warred with Milan and its allies, losing to the Lombard league at Legnano.  FTPE.

(10)  Name this first Hohenstaufen Holy Roman Emperor who drowned in the 3rd Crusade.

ANSWER: Frederick Barbarossa; or Frederick I
(10)  Frederick Barbarossa seized reformer Arnold of Brescia in exchange for being named Holy Roman Emperor by this English pope, who later issued the papal bull Laudabiliter and granted Henry II permission to subjugate Ireland.

ANSWER: Adrian IV
(10)  Henry II's daughter Matilda was the wife of this duke of Saxony and Bavaria who refused aid to Frederick Barbarossa in 1175, instigating a quarrel that caused his exile, until he made peace with Frederick's successor Henry VI at Fulda.

ANSWER: Henry the Lion
Charles V granted him governorship of New Castille and permission to subjugate the Incans in partnership with Diego de Almagro, whom he later sent to Chile.  FTPE.

(10)  Name this conquistador who founded Lima after holding Atahualpa hostage and having him executed despite receiving rooms full of gold and silver as ransome.

ANSWER: Francisco Pizarro
(10)  Son of Huayna Capac, this brother of Atahualpa was given Cuzco after his dad's death, but was defeated by Atahualpa and forced to watch his family being killed.

ANSWER: Huascar
(10)  Werner Herzog's film about him was based on the journal of Gaspar de Carvajal.  Name this conquistador who searched for El Dorado with Gonzalez, brother of Pizarro, only to be killed at Barquisimeto after renouncing allegiance to Spain.

ANSWER: Lope de Aguirre
Science 1/1.

They can be created tissue specifically with the Cre recombinanse loxP system.  They are generated via transfection of stem cells with a construct containing both the neo trait that codes for a phosphotransferase that confers resistance to geneticin, and the HSV thymidine kinase that codes for an enzyme that turn ganciclovir or FIAU into toxic products.  Electroporated cells are put into a blastocyst and introduced into a pseudopregnant female, and homologous recombination and positive-negative selection ensure that the target gene is the only gene replaced by neo.  Offering targeted insertion as opposed to random insertion in transgenic animals, FTP name these lab creatures resulting from normal-chimeric matings that contain a dysfunctional gene.

ANSWER: knockout mice; prompt on "transgenic" before it is mentioned

Its descending division includes inhibition of motor neurons by the medial vestibular nucleus, mediation of visual tracking by superior colliculus and oculomotor nuclei, and innervation of neck muscles from the pontine reticular formation.  FTPE.

(10)  Its ascending division includes cranial nerves 3, 4, and 6.  Name this mixed pathway of the brain involved in visual tracking of objects.

ANSWER: medial longitudinal fasciculus

(10)  Lying anterior to the MLF is the tectobulbospinal tract involved in postural reflex, which decussates at the dorsal tegmentum before descending down this area of the brain rostral to the medulla and anterior to the cerebellum.

ANSWER: pons
(10)  The descending rubrospinal tract serves to supplement the tectobulbospinal by modulating flexor muscle tone.  What is the colorful origin of the rubrospinal tract?

ANSWER: red nucleus
Religion Mythology Philosophy 1/1.

It maintains that philosophy is a synthesis of the needs of simplification and distinction, a balance between generalization and differentiation, and between avoidance of error and attainment of truth.  In "The Moral Philosophy and the Moral Life," the author defends the choice of the richer universe, and in "The Dillemma of Determinism," it warns that pessimism and subjectivism are the only outcomes of the deterministic stance, and argues instead for a pluralistic universe in which one can choose any of many viewpoints.  Containing "Is Life Worth Living?," "Reflex Actions and Theism," and "What Psychical Research Has Accomplished," it argues that better philosophies are relevant to expectations.  FTP name this work followed by Varieties of Religious Experience, in which William James establishes the pragmatism of faith.

ANSWER: The Will to Believe
Answer the following from Genesis 11.  FTPE.

(10)  Genesis 11 begins with the building of this tower that will reach high into the sky.  God confused the languages of those who built it and scattered them all over.

ANSWER: Babel
(10)  Genesis 11 goes on to trace the family history of this eldest son of Noah, who is to become master of the descendants of Ham and Japheth, giving rise to Abraham.

ANSWER: Shem
(10)  Genesis 11 concludes with the story of this man's family, including the death of his son Haran in Ur in Babylonia, and the trip away from Ur with his sons Abram and Nahor, and their wives Sarai and Milcah.

ANSWER: Terah
Fine Arts 2/2.

His quiet nobility and his titles, and his ancient sense of humour are 2 of the 10 reasons why Simon Evans, art collector and skateboarder, likes him, along with the observation that "abstraction is definite" and "it's always daytime and nighttime."  His Man in Love shows a nude woman inside the brain of a large-brained man, while Horse and Man contains a random arrow and a bar on top of the "n" in "man."  Vulgar Comedy and Hero Mother are examples of mosaic-like compositions and small-scale drawings, which he continued to work on while teaching at the Bauhaus.  A friend of Kandinsky, FTP name this ex-violinist who created Death and Fire and Twittering Machine.

ANSWER: Paul Klee
The chief justice wants to banish the negro foretune-teller but the page defends her.  To investigate, the governor goes to her dwelling and asks for his fortune while slipping gold into the pocket of the sailor Silvano, singing "Di' tu se fedele."  When Ulrica predicts his death in the hands of the next person he shakes, Renato grabs his boss' hands and seems have averted the prophecy.  Unfortunately, Riccardo's sacrifice comes too late, as Renato finds out his affair with his wife Amelia when she lets fall her veil following his visit during a scrimmage.  Oscar sings "Saper vorreste" when the secretary asks him about the king's disguise.  FTP name this opera with original characters by the names of Cristian, Madame Arvidson, Anckarstroem, and Gustavus III, a censored work of American or Swedish politics by Giuseppe Verdi.

ANSWER: Un ballo in maschera; or A Masked Ball
He reads The Lily in the Valley, and wrote an autobiographical novel in which he dismisses his first lover Colette with ease when she went out with Albert Tazzi.  FTPE.

(10)  He also exaggerates his sexual exploits in that novel, but we learn that he's really a repressed liar who is sent to reform school in The 400 Blows.  Name this Balzac-lover and protagonist of a cycle of French films including Bed & Board and Stolen Kisses.

ANSWER: Antoine Doinel; accept either name

(10)  Name the New Wave director responsible for creating Antoine Doinel and associating him with Jean-Pierre Leaud, also famous for Jules et Jim.

ANSWER: Francois Truffaut
(10)  In Love on the Run, Antoine Doinel ends up with this sister of Xavier the book store owner who works at the record store.  She agrees that there's no certainty that the relationship will last, but consents to pretend that it will along with Antoine.

ANSWER: Sabine Barnerias; accept either name

In a recording session for Gennett, he was forced to play from outside the studio with the door open because his trumpet playing drowned the other voices.  He played for the black revue Hot Chocolates and appeared in the films Pennies from Heaven and Cabin in the Sky.  FTPE.

(10)  Name this man who joined his mentor King Oliver at Lincoln Gardens in Chicago, and soon left to create his own Hot Five and Hot Seven.

ANSWER: Louis Armstrong
(10)  Written by Clarence Williams and Joe Oliver, this tune rendered by Armstrong is considered his masterpiece for his majestic cadenza.  Jimmy Strong's clarinet and Earl Hines's piano supports Louis as he closes with Zutty Singleton's final words.

ANSWER: "West End Blues"

(10)  The most Bach-like of the Armstrong Hot Seven recordings, this piece contains an emotional Johnny Dodds solo on clarinet simultaneous with Louis going into a rampage in a solo that was never written down.  Name this sweet "tuber" of a song.

ANSWER: "Potatoe Head Blues"
Social Science 1/1.

It applies when you are trying to fill in the details in a recounting of your dream, and when you try to draw objects from memory.  It explains why the time needed to count dots organized into a grid is shorter than the time needed to count randomly located dots.  When applied to insight learning, it explains productive thinking, and this maximum efficiency law has corollaries like the laws of simplicity, symmetry, closure, and proximity.  Stating that the perception of visual objects will be as good as the prevailing conditions allow, it was named from the German for precision or pregnant, by Max Wertheimer.  FTP name this fundamental law of Gestalt theory.

ANSWER: law of Pragnanz; prompt on "Gestalt" before it is mentioned

Identify these phenomena that occur in speech.  FTPE.

(10)  This phenomenon occurs when both tone and intonation are at work in a tone language.  The result is a lowering of the pitch that stays consistent in terms of relative pitch from one segment to the next.

ANSWER: downdrift; or downstep
(10)  The vowels [aj] (as in "I") and [aw] (as in "ouch") are raised to [\lambdaj] and [\lambdaw] respectively before voiceless consonants, demonstrating this phenomenon named after its primary practicianers, our neighbors to the North.

ANSWER: Canadian raising

(10)  A segment is pronounced with either vibrating or non-vibrating vocal cords, in order to be more like segments it is adjacent to.  An example of this phenomenon is the loss of voicing of liquids and glides in English after voiceless stops.

ANSWER: voicing assimilation
Trash 1/1.

At one point in this movie, Odie gets a meterologist from UCLA to help with the cumulonimbus formations, but even doubling Professor Fitz's salary would bring no rain.  At another point, the protagonist brings in mathematician Dr. Ludlow Branson of Columbia to examine pictures of the mammaries of Hollywood stars to show that Jane Russell's breasts are no more prominent than Jean Harlow's or Rita Hayworth's.  The hero finds himself unable to stop saying "the way of the future," and was conditioned by his mother to "quarantine."  Refusing to sell TWA to Juan Trippe and Pan Am, the titular character is finally able to fly the Hercules.  FTP name this Martin Scorsese film starring Leonardo DiCaprio as Howard Hughes, really an aircraft pilot.

ANSWER: The Aviator
Answer the following about inhabitants of Happy Valley who were recently drafted into the NFL.  FTPE.

(10)  The 49ers used a fourth round pick on this Nittany Lion quarterback, who will play wide receiver at the next level.  He accounted for 28 total touchdowns in his senior year and led Penn State to an Orange Bowl victory in 2006.

ANSWER: Michael Robinson
(10)  Penn State safety Calvin Lowry went in the fourth round two picks later to this team, which picked up Vince Young despite offensive coordinator Norm Chow's inclinations, but also drafted LenDale White.  They're getting rid of Steve McNair.

ANSWER: Tennessee Titans; accept either name

(10)  The only Nittany Lion to be selected in the first round is this somewhat undersized defensive end from Liberia chosen by the Chiefs with the 20th pick.  

ANSWER: Tamba Boimah Hali
